SAFETY ZONE  

HEAT STRESS! 
 

Skookum’s employees in Fort Riley, Kansas have been experiencing triple digit temperatures for well over a 
month now and suffering under the heat and humidity.  Washington is also experiencing temperatures in the 
high 80’s, 90’s and 100’s (!), and everyone needs to be alert to the concerns of HEAT STRESS.  Ensuring 
that everyone remains properly hydrated is key to avoiding the progression of heat related maladies like; 
 
Heat Cramps – Muscle cramps in the stomach and legs are directly related to loss of fluids and can progress 
to the next level quickly; 
 
Heat Exhaustion – Working in high temperatures and being dehydrated can result in heat exhaustion 
presenting symptoms of paleness, nausea, extreme fatigue, dizziness, and vomiting, fainting and cool/
clammy skin. This is serious business and anyone experiencing these symptoms should be moved out of the 
heat, cooled with wet cloths, provided liquids like Gator-Aid or other liquids containing electrolytes. Watch 
these people closely as they may require medical attention. Heat exhaustion can quickly progress to; 
 
Heat Stroke – This is a medical emergency requiring immediate medical care.  The body’s 
thermostat breaks down and sweating ceases, the skin becomes dry, red and hot.  Failure 
to obtain medical attention will result in brain damage or even death. 
 
When working in high temperature environments, make sure to remain well hydrated. Avoid coffee, tea, and 
sodas as they are diuretics and increase urination and further deplete your fluid levels. Sports drinks with 
electrolytes are best to keep proper fluid levels up.  Take breaks in the shade or in air conditioned areas if 
available, to aid in lowering your core temperature.
